Some were disappointed to learn it had already been sold.  I
had a few Giclee of ‘Jack Pine Trail with me.  Overall, I sold
four paintings and two Giclee.  This great event has become
a wonderful memory.

Barry Richman writes:-
I’m delighted to announce that my pastel work is now being
represented in the USA.  The gallery is The Longboat
Gallery, in Longboat Key, Florida.  I think it is important to
say that I could not have accomplished this had I not joined
PAO.  As a result of entering the 2001 juried show, my work
was published in Pastel Artist International and then most
recently in International Artist Magazine.  This gave me
both the confidence and the ‘credentials’ to take to the U.S.
The gallery now has taken on six of my pieces and I have
become a featured artist in the gallery.  If anyone else is
considering trying the U.S. market I would recommend they
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do as I did and use the services of a ‘customs broker’.  They
supplied me with the necessary paperwork that facilitated a
very simple declaration and about 15 minutes at the border
for a legal and hassle-free crossing.  The cost is reasonable
for this service, but you should approach a brokerage firm at
least 60 days ahead of crossing the first time and then the
procedure is just a matter of a few faxes back and forth after
that.

From the Sept. 2002 Executive Meeting the following Constitutional changes are presented -

Article 1. Name of the Organization:
Pastel Artists of Ontario – Canada, specified as a non-profit organization, referred to from hereon as PAO Canada, located in the
Province of Ontario. The Association’s letterhead shall have “Pastel Artists of Ontario - Canada” thereon. The term “pastel”
refers to dry pastel.

1. The meeting was called to order at 1:10 p.m.
2. Motion:  by Sally Jackson and seconded by Eldora Taylor, that the minutes of the AGM 2001, be approved as read.

3. Business arising from the minutes:

a) Master Pastelist designation :  discussed more fully under New Business.
b) The newsletter is now being e-mailed to 10 subscribers.

4. President’s Report:
A summary is as follows:  Rosemary thanked the members of the Executive committee for their work and
support in the past year. She spoke of our two successful workshops with Joseph Cullen and Margaret Evans,
as well as our two beautiful shows; the Members’ show in Ottawa and the Juried show at the Kor Gallery in
Kitchener.
Sites have been chosen for the Members’ Show in 2003, as well as the Open Juried show for that year. Work
is now progressing for the year 2004. A Committee formed by Ursula Reese, Andrea Ross and Maureen
Dorinda studied and developed a process for Master Pastelist Signature Status. Their recommendations are to
be tabled at this meeting.

They also sell a sticky but removable
paper called Glass Skin to put on your
framing glass when shipping.

Texture creates interest
•  Working in pastel offers an artist a wonderful

opportunity to achieve a rich variety of texture on
the surface of a painting.  Use every part of the
pastel stick to create all types of stokes.  Use the tip
to make small marks, crosshatch lines and scribble
texture.  Use the broad side to lightly layer over
another colour and to create thick or thin lines.
Make your pastel strokes curve around the three-
dimensional forms in a painting.  Using different
strokes will build up an interesting surface on your
painting.   

Crosshatching   
•  Crosshatching is parallel strokes laid over another

series of parallel strokes.  Try it with two different
colours of the same value, or of different values.
Try it with the same colour but in different values.
Use the same colour pastel stick on top of each
series of strokes until you achieve the texture you
want.  The possibilities are endless when using
crosshatching, try it, have fun.
